Run.  Adoption Run is a non-profit organization that puts on a 5k/10k walk/run event on Centennial Trial 
to raise money and awareness for childhood adoption. 
 
As the events organizer I’m excited that we are embarking on our 3

 annual event.  Last year Adoption 

Run raised nearly $9,000.  This allowed 1 more child to be adopted out of the Washington State Foster 
Care system, to a family that otherwise would not be able to afford adopting a child. 
 
Adoption Run is looking for those in the community that have a passion for helping kids and we hope that 
you can find room in your budget to help us help others.  Any amount, no matter how large or small all 
helps make a difference. 
 
Adoption Run has partnered with Antioch Adoption (a non-profit organization) setup to help families with 
“no-fee” adoptions.  And our goal for 2012 is to raise $17,000.  This will allow 2 kids to be adopted into 
loving homes. 
 
Adoption Run 2012 will be held on Saturday, June 9

th

While our goal is a really big challenge it is minor compared to the challenges faced by children everyday 
in the U.S.  In 2008 over 463,000 kids were placed in Foster Care of which approximately only 60% were 
returned to a parent or legal guardian.  Over 37,000 children remained in long term foster care, un-
adopted*.
